2. Housing survey

The survey revealed the following statistics:

In favour of more houses 55% yes 40% no

Not in favour of large developments but “infill” only 68.1%

This equated to the fact that 89% were not in favour of the development

Cllr.Lewis then read possible objections to the application quoting from published guidelines.

Clerk provided comparison accounts for Councillors as an aid to calculating budget/precept for

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5. Recreation Land

Cllr.Isaacs gave details of discussions. 14 acres @£1 for 125 years, remaining 5 acres @ 100 pa per
acre.PPC were interested in having land for allotments although probably only 1 acre.
