We object to the development on the following grounds

1. Lack of an ecological assessment of the impact on the environment of demolishing the
original building and replacing it with a new structure. This is surprising omission particularly
given there are sites of special scientific interest in the locality.

2. Lack of plans for the existing dwelling, without which it is impossible to make an objective
judgement of the merits of the application. In particular without the ability to make a
comparison between existing and proposed dwellings the LPA cannot determine whether
"the size, scale, mass, footprint and visual impact of the new dwelling respects the rural
character, locality and landscape setting" as per development policy 5 of the local plan 2013,
part 2.
